PREVIOUS ENCOUNTERS 
Somewhat surprisingly , Warwickshire and Gloucestershire 
have only met on four occasions. Warwick have won three 
times and Gloucester once. 
In 1930/31 in the final at Gloucester, Gloucestershire won by 
10 poi nts to 9 . There was then a gap until 1958/59, when the 
counties met again in the final , this time at Bristol, when 
Warwick triumphed in very wet conditions 14 points to 9. 
Phil Judd was skipper that day and Gordon Cripps of Bristol 
captain of Gloucestershire. 
The first time our sides me t at the sem i final stage was at 
Gloucester in 1962/63 , when Warwickshire, led by Peter 
Jackson won by 11 points to 3. Gloucestershire were led that 
year by Peter Ford . 
Finally in 1967/68, again in the semi final , but this time at 
Coventry, Warwickshire triumphed 11 points to 6 before 
losing in the final to Middlesex at Twickenham . 
We are certain all Supporters, be they club or county, would 
like to jo in with us in congratulating Geoff Evans on being 
selected for his first International against Scotland next 
Saturday .
